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From the Pastor

A famous test pilot was flying a
fighter jet in bad weather and about to
make his instrument approach to an
airport. The air traffic controller called
and asked how much fuel he had.
“Plenty,” he said. “Well,” the controller
said, “we’ve got a little problem. There’s
a young pilot who is not instrument
rated. He’s lost in the clouds, and we
were wondering if you could intercept
him and lead him back to the airport.”
“Sure,” the pilot responded. He found
the lost plane and pulled up beside it.
He called on the radio and told the pilot
to look out to his left. There the pilot
of this small plane saw the powerful
fighter jet, and the man burst into tears.
As far as he was concerned at that
point his life was about over. He would
soon run out of fuel and crash. “Don’t
worry,” the test pilot said. “Everything’s
going to be OK. I'm going to pull in
front of you several hundred yards. Do
everything | do. When | turn, I'll turn
gently. All you have to do is do exactly
what | do.” So carefully the leader and
the follower turned on the course to the
airport and slowly descended. When
they finally broke through the clouds
at 500 feet, the frightened pilot saw
the most beautiful sight. There in front
of him was the runway, and he was
perfectly set up to land.

God has given us such a wonderful
gift. Instead of leaving us to our own
devices to decide what was right or
wrong and how we should conduct
our self, he chose to reveal himself to
us. In the days of the Old Testament,
that revelation was often demanding
and even frightening, as God revealed
himself in powerful signs, destroying
the enemies of Israel and often
punishing his own people for their
unfaithfulness. People felt they should
approach God in fear.

But, today we celebrate a great
mystery about the true nature of God
that was unknown until Jesus revealed
it — that at the heart of the nature of
God is a beautiful community of love
between three persons, the Father, the
Son and the Holy Spirit.

In the moment that God chose
to bring us into existence, we were

surrounded by the love of the Father.
He thinks about us all the time, keeps
us in existence, blesses us, challenges
us to be better, leads us exactly to the
place that is best suited for us. He

has already prepared a place for us in
heaven, and nothing we ever say or do
can change his plan that we will be with
him forever.

Of course, we do not always
appreciate what the Father has done
for us. We offend his love in ways big
and small. And so, God sent his Son.
Jesus chose to share in everything we
experience, except being unfaithful
to the Father. And so he understands
our joy and love and the sense of
accomplishment that comes from
hard work. And he has known being
bone-tired, and suffering, and grief,
and betrayal. As the perfect Brother,
he offered himself in our place when
we should be the one to suffer the
consequences of offending God’s love.
And he remains with us, preparing
us for the day when we have perfect
communion with God in heaven.

Jesus returned to the glory of
heaven, but as he promised, he sent
one to be our Advocate and Guide.
The Holy Spirit gives us the courage
we need to resist temptations to sin
and to be a faithful witness to others
that God has an important role in
our daily life. The Holy Spirit gently
whispers suggestions that we welcome
someone, or turn aside anger with a
gentle word of forgiveness, or bless
someone with a gift of our time or our
riches when they do not expect it.

The Spirit joins with our prayers to the
Father, and we know we will be heard
and answered.

We mention the Father, the Son and
the Holy Spirt as we begin and end
every prayer. And in those moments,
we should remember that we are
always being set up for the perfect
landing. We were created to share in
the community of love that is the nature
of God. And God will lead us there.
