From the Pastor

There was a tightrope walker, who
did incredible aerial feats. All over
Paris, he would do tightrope acts at
tremendously scary heights. Then he
would do it blindfolded, then he would
go across the tightrope, blindfolded,
pushing a wheelbarrow.

An American promoter read about
this in the papers and wrote a letter
to the tightrope walker, saying, “Mr.
Tightrope, | don’t believe you can do
it, but I'm willing to make you an offer.
For a substantial sum of money, |
would like to challenge you to do your
act over Niagara Falls.”

Mr. Tightrope wrote back, “Sir,
although I've never been to America
and seen the Falls, I'd love to
come.” After a lot of promotion many
people came to see the event. Mr.
Tightrope started on the Canadian
side and came to the American side.
Drums roll, and he comes across
the rope which is suspended over
the treacherous part of the falls
blindfolded! He makes it across easily.

The crowds go wild, and he comes
to the promoter and says, “Well, Mr.
Promoter, now do you believe | can
do it?” “Well of course | do. | mean,
| just saw you do it.” “No,” said Mr.
Tightrope, “do you really believe | can
do it?” “Well of course | do, you just
did it.” “No, no, no,” said Mr. Tightrope,
“do you believe | can do it?” “Yes,”
said Mr. Promoter, “I believe you can
do it.” “Good,” said Mr. Tightrope,
“then you get in the wheel barrow.”

We always say we believe that
Jesus is involved in our life and we
trust him to be there for us when
we need him. The reason for that
assurance is what we celebrate today.
On the last night of his life, Jesus ate
the Passover meal with his closest
friends. That ritual meal recalled the
great act of salvation God had used to
free his Chosen People from slavery
in Egypt. But, Jesus was about to
give a much more powerful type of
salvation, as he offered himself on
the Cross so that every sinner could
receive the gift of forgiveness.

He chose to give the bread and
wine of the Passover meal a new
significance: “This is my Body . . .
This is my Blood.” And instead of
having this event solemnly recalled
once a year, the church began to
reenact the events of the Last Supper
every Sunday, and over time, to do
so every day of the week. The Lord
chose to remain present to us in the
most personal way as he comes to
us in Communion. And any time we
wish to come near, he is there in the
Tabernacle, assuring us that he will
not abandon us.

When our life is happy and we have
no doubt that God is blessing us, he is
there to join himself to our prayers of
gratitude, and to inspire us to see how
our gifts can be used to bless another
who needs to know how much they
are valued and loved by God. And
when we are in trouble, when we
suffer, when we are heartsick over the
situation of someone we love, he is
there. Jesus joins us in our struggle,
to give us the confidence to pray with
him, “Father, if it is possible, take this
from me, but not my will but your will
be done.”

Every time we receive Communion,
as we spend time in prayer before
the Blessed Sacrament, Jesus is
renewing his commitment to be with
us at all times and we draw strength
as we come to know him more
completely and personally. The gift
of himself in the Eucharist is available
to us whenever we wish to give the
gift of our time and attention to the
Lord present with us here. And it
is important that we develop this
personal relationship with the Lord,
because life has taught us often that
there will be times when we cannot
take care of the troubles of life by our
self. Jesus promises he will always
be with us. But, will we know him well
enough at those times of doubt and
struggle to put our trust in him and get
in the wheelbarrow?
