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From the Pastor

The British author Graham
Greene once waited two and a half
years for a 15-minute appointment
with the Roman Catholic mystic
Padre Pio, who resided in an Italian
monastery. Padre Pio was reputed
to be a “living saint” and bore on his
body the “stigmata”, the wounds of
Christ.

On the day Greene was due
to meet with this revered mystic,
Greene first attended a Mass
where Padre Pio officiated.

Their appointment was to begin
immediately after the Mass.
However, when the Mass was
over, instead of keeping this much-
awaited appointment, Greene left
the church, headed for the airport
and flew directly back to London.

When asked why he broke the
appointment he had waited on for
two and a half years, Greene said,
“I was not ready for the manner in
which that man could change my
life.”

We declare that this week, out of
all the weeks of this year, is Holy
Week. And if we were pressed to
explain why that is, we could come
up with the correct answer — it is all
about what we will recall this week
on Friday. To prove the depth of
God'’s love for us, even though he
was entirely innocent of ever having
offended God in any way, Jesus
embraced the horrifying death on
the Cross, and offered himself in
our place, so that we could never
doubt that we are completely loved,

and that we are completely forgiven.

We can do nothing to deserve such
love, or to earn such pardon for our
sins — it is a complete gift. If we truly
were serious about believing that
we are so personally loved by God
himself, it could change our life. We
would have to be different.

But, we easily turn the crucifix into
being only a decoration. We wear it
as a piece of jewelry. We hang it on

a wall in our home to provide some
religious flavor to our décor. The
crucifix near the altar is a sure sign
that we are in a Catholic church,

for Protestant churches prefer an
unadorned cross. We see the image
of Christ hanging on the Cross so
often that it seldom has the power to
have an impact on our life. But, if we
take some time to truly ponder the
crucifix, it could change our life.

The gentle patience with which
such unfair treatment was accepted
by Jesus challenges us to consider
how often we insist on having our
way, or walk away angry. As Jesus
is helped along the way to Calvary
by a stranger forced to assist him,
we remember how difficult it is for us
to give someone else the pleasure
of helping us or giving us a small
token of esteem, because we are
too independent and do not want
to be beholden to another. The
quiet prayer that his persecutors be
forgiven because they did not realize
the magnitude of their offense is
not so easily placed on our lips
as we relive in our mind what was
said or done that last offended us,
and we choose to keep the anger
smoldering, instead of letting it go.

This week is holy, because we
recall the most important moment
in human history — we declare that
God loved the world so much, he
gave us his Son. And his Son, in
turn, loved each of us so deeply that
he gave himself away completely
on the Cross. He was God, so he
was capable of thinking of us as
an individual at that moment, and
offering himself at that moment in
our place, personally. Such a great
love has the power to change our
life. In these last days of Lent, we
should let it happen!

El autor britanico Graham Greene
espero una vez dos afos y medio
para una cita de 15 minutos con el
mistico Catdlico Romano, Padre Pio,
que residia en un monasterio italiano.
El Padre Pio era considerado un
“santo viviente” y llevaba en su cuerpo
“estigmas”, las heridas de Cristo.

El dia que Greene iba a reunirse con
este reverendo mistico, Greene asistio
a una Misa que el Padre Pio oficio. Su
cita seria inmediatamente después de
Misa. Sin embargo, cuando la Misa
termind, en lugar de mantener esta
tan esperada cita, Greene sali6 de la
iglesia, se dirigio al aeropuerto y vold
directamente de regreso a Londres.

Cuando se le pregunté por qué
habia roto la cita que habia esperado
durante dos afios y medio, Greene
dijo: “No estaba preparado para la
manera en que ese hombre podria
cambiar mi vida”.

Declaramos que esta semana,
de todas las semanas del afio, es
Semana Santa. Y si nos presionaran
para explicar por qué es asi,
podriamos llegar a la respuesta
correcta - es todo acerca de lo que
recordaremos el viernes sobre
esta semana. Para demostrar la
profundidad del amor de Dios por
nosotros, aunque era completamente
inocente de haber ofendido a Dios
de alguna manera, Jesus abrazo la
horrible muerte en la Cruz y se ofrecid
en nuestro lugar, para que nunca
pudiéramos dudar de que somos
completamente amados, y que somos
completamente perdonados. No
podemos hacer nada para merecer
tal amor, o para ganar tal perdon
por nuestros pecados - es un regalo
completo. Si realmente nos tomamos
en serio la creencia de que somos
tan personalmente amados por Dios
mismo, podria cambiar nuestra vida.
Tendriamos que ser diferentes.

Pero, facilmente convertimos el
crucifijo en so6lo una decoracion. Lo
usamos como una pieza de joyeria.
Lo colgamos en una pared de nuestra

casa para proporcionar un toque
religioso a nuestra decoracion. El
crucifijo cerca del altar es una sefial
segura de que estamos en una
iglesia catdlica, porque las iglesias
protestantes prefieren una cruz sin
adornos. Vemos la imagen de Cristo
colgado en la Cruz tan a menudo
que rara vez tiene el poder de tener
un impacto en nuestra vida. Pero,

si tomamos algun tiempo para
reflexionar verdaderamente sobre el
crucifijo, podria cambiar nuestra vida.

La tierna paciencia con que tal
tratamiento injusto fue aceptado por
Jesus nos desafia a considerar que a
menudo insistimos en tener nuestro
camino, o alejarnos enojados. A
medida que Jesus es ayudado en
el camino al Calvario por un extrafo
forzado a ayudarlo, recordamos lo
dificil que es para nosotros darle a
alguien el placer de ayudarnos o
darnos una pequefa muestra de
aprecio, porque somos demasiado
independientes y no queremos estar
en deuda con otro. La silenciosa
oracion para que sus perseguidores
sean perdonados porque no se dieron
cuenta de la magnitud de su ofensa no
se coloca tan facilmente en nuestros
labios como nosotros revivimos en
nuestra mente lo que fue dicho o
hecho que nos ofendioé por ultima vez,
y elegimos mantener la ira ardiendo,
en lugar de dejarlo ir.

Esta semana es santa, porque
recordamos el momento mas
importante de la historia humana:
declaramos que Dios amé tanto
al mundo, que nos dio a su Hijo.

Y su Hijo, a su vez, nos amo tan
profundamente que se entregd
completamente en la Cruz. El era
Dios, por lo que fue capaz de pensar
en nosotros en ese momento, y
ofrecerse personalmente en nuestro
lugar. Tan gran amor tiene el poder
de cambiar nuestra vida. jEn estos
ultimos dias de Cuaresma, debemos
dejar que suceda!
