Brothers and Sisters,

We are beginning the second week of Lent. The Church gives us a beautiful Gospel today 

– the Transfiguration. Imagine the three disciples: Peter, James and John, who see the 

Lord in his glory in the company of Moses and Elijah. Peter rashly invites Jesus to set up 

camp. Later we learn that Peter was confused and “he did not know what he was saying” 

(Lk 9:33). We desire to understand and comprehend everything that happens to us; and 

yet sometimes the Lord presents himself to us in an unexpected way. It is impossible 

to understand everything that the Lord is doing in our lives. As much as we want to 

do everything right, like Peter, we make mistakes.  The beauty of the love of God is so 

profound, that he never gives up on us. That is why this time of Lent is important. It invites 

us to follow the steps of Jesus, not always understanding, but trusting him and following 

his steps. Today, the Lord wants you to have a foretaste of the Passover, to experience the 

Risen Lord. At the Altar we experience the presence of God, a taste of Resurrection. The 

Transfiguration of Jesus Christ prefigures the Resurrection at Easter. I invite you to follow 

the Lord during this time of Lent. 

I encourage you to remember the three pillars of Lent: Prayer, Fasting and Almsgiving. 

Enter into the battle against temptation, so that you can prepare for the coming of the 

Lord. Let us enter in this opportune time of Lent, and together await the Passover.

Hermanos y hermanas,

Hermanos y hermanas, estamos comenzando la segunda semana de Cuaresma. 
La Iglesia nos da hoy un bello Evangelio: la Transfiguración. Imagina a los tres 
discípulos: Pedro, Santiago y Juan, quienes ven al Señor en su gloria en la 
compañía de Moisés y Elías. Pedro invita a Jesús precipitadamente a establecer un 
campamento. Más tarde nos enteramos de que Pedro estaba confundido y “no sabía 
lo que estaba diciendo” (Lc 9, 33). Deseamos entender y comprender todo lo que nos 
sucede y, sin embargo, a veces el Señor se presenta ante nosotros de una manera 
inesperada. Es imposible entender todo lo que el Señor está haciendo en nuestras 
vidas. Por mucho que queramos hacer todo bien, como Pedro, cometemos errores.
