From the Pastor

My Dear Parishioners,

Many times we hear the passage in the gospel that we hear today: “Unless a grain of wheat falls to the ground and dies, it

remains just a grain of wheat; but if it dies it produces much fruit.” John 12:24). We are buried with Christ in baptism and

we rise in Christ as we live that new life of faith. But this new life must be cultivated by obedience to the will of Our Heavenly

Father.

Let us prepare well to celebrate these sacred mysteries by renewed efforts in prayer, fasting,

and almsgjving. But let us also not neglect our souls! This is the acceptable time...to consider celebrating the Sacrament of

Recondiliation (Penance or Confession).

Covering of Images of the Cross and of Statues: According the Ordo, “In the dioceses of the United States, crosses in

the church may be covered from the conclusion of the Mass for the Saturday of the Fourth Week of Lent until the end

of the Celebration of the Lord's Passion on Good Friday. Images in the church may be covered from the conclusion

of the Mass for Saturday of the Fourth Week of Lent until the beginning of the Easter Vigil.” The purpose of covering

these images is to help us focus more on Christ and His work of redemption. This is an opportune time to reflect onthe

Sacred Scriptures and to realize the tremendous gift that God has given us through His Son, Our Redeemer, Jesus Christ.
