Dear Parishioners,

This Fourth Sunday of Easter is known as “Good Shepherd Sunday.”  It is also the 56th World Day of Prayer 

for Vocations.  We have had a direct influence on vocations in helping to form our Pastoral Year Seminarian 

Tymoteusz Ksiazkiewicz, a.k.a. Deacon Tymo.  We need priests because priests are part of Christ’s divine plan 

in building the Kingdom of God.  The purpose of the World Day of Prayer for Vocations is to publically fulfill 

the Lord’s instruction to, “Pray the Lord of the harvest to send laborers into his harvest” (Mt 9:38; Lk 10:2). As a 

climax to a prayer that is continually offered throughout the Church, it affirms the primacy of faith and grace in 

all that concerns vocations to the priesthood and to the consecrated life.  While appreciating all vocations, the 

Church concentrates its attention this day on vocations to the ordained ministries (priesthood and diaconate), 

to the Religious life in all its forms (male and female, contemplative and apostolic), to societies of apostolic life, 

to secular institutes in their diversity of services and membership, and to the missionary life, in the particular 

sense of mission “ad gentes”. Our Holy Father Pope Francis writes in his message for World Day of Prayer for 

Vocations: “ As with every call, the Gospel speaks of an encounter… The Lord’s call is not an intrusion of God 

in our freedom; it is not a “cage” or a burden to be borne.  On the contrary, it is the loving initiative whereby 

God encounters us and invites us to be part of a great undertaking.  He opens before our eyes the horizon of a 

greater sea and an abundant catch… Every vocation is a summons not to stand on the shore, nets in hand, but 

to follow Jesus on the path he has marked out for us, for our own happiness and for the good of those around 

us… And yet, there can be no greater joy than to risk one’s life for the Lord!  I would like to say this especially to 

you, the young.  Do not be deaf to the Lord’s call.  If he calls you to follow this path, do not pull your oars into 

the boat, but trust him. Family prayer for vocations on a regular basis is a beautiful way to teach and promote 

vocations.  During this month of Our Blessed Mother, let us ask her intercession as we thank God for vocations 

and continue to encourage them in our families.  

Mother’s Day:  Mothers are a gift from God.  And each of us has a mother.  I thank God for the gift of my 

mother.  What a blessed vocation to be a mother, cooperating with God in bringing forth new life.  On this 

Mother’s Day I ask the help of Our Lady to assist all mothers and those who have been “mother” to others.  

It is because of love that God has blessed us with a mother.  On behalf of Fr. Wade Bass and our deacons, 

I would like to extend a “Happy Mother’s Day” salute to all of our beloved mothers.  And let us not forget to 

pray for our departed mothers as we pray that their souls and the souls of all the faithful departed may rest 

in peace.   May is the month of our Blessed Mother.  During the month of May, I invite all parishioners to ask 

the intercession of the Blessed Virgin Mary by daily praying the rosary or any Marian prayer.  Toward the end 

of the eighteenth century, a zealous priest started among his students the practice of dedicating May to Our 

Lady.  This devotion soon spread and eventually became part of the regular practice throughout the Latin 

Church.  How appropriate to remember Our Mother Mary during May since it is the month of mothers and 

flowers!

Cuatro domingo de pascua 12 de mayo 2019

Del Pastor
Mis queridos feligreses,

Este cuarto domingo de Pascua es conocido como el “domingo del Buen Pastor”. También 

es el 56 ° Día Mundial de Oración por las Vocaciones. Hemos tenido una influencia directa 

en las vocaciones para ayudar a formar nuestro seminarista en su Año Pastoral Tymoteusz 

Ksiazkiewicz, a.k.a. Diacono Tymo. Necesitamos sacerdotes porque los sacerdotes son parte del 

plan divino de Cristo en la construcción del Reino de Dios. El propósito de la Jornada Mundial 

de Oración por las Vocaciones es cumplir públicamente las instrucciones del Señor de “Orar al 

Señor de la mies para que envíe obreros a su mies” (Mt 9:38; Lc 10: 2). Como punto culminante 

de una oración que se ofrece continuamente en toda la Iglesia, afirma la primacía de la fe y la 

gracia en todo lo que concierne a las vocaciones al sacerdocio y a la vida consagrada. La Iglesia 

aprecia todas las vocaciones, y concentra su atención este día en las vocaciones a los ministerios 

ordenados (sacerdocio y diaconado), a la vida religiosa en todas sus formas (masculina y femenina, 

contemplativa y apostólica), a las sociedades de vida apostólica, a la vida secular. institutos en su 

diversidad de servicios y membresía, y a la vida misionera, en el sentido particular de la misión “ad 

gentes”. Nuestro Santo Padre, el Papa Francisco, escribe en su mensaje para la Jornada Mundial 

de Oración por las Vocaciones: “Como en la historia de toda llamada, también en este caso se 

produce un encuentro.... La llamada del Señor, por tanto, no es una intromisión de Dios en nuestra 

libertad; no es una “jaula” o un peso que se nos carga encima. Por el contrario, es la iniciativa 

amorosa con la que Dios viene a nuestro encuentro y nos invita a entrar en un gran proyecto, 

del que quiere que participemos, mostrándonos en el horizonte un mar más amplio y una pesca 

sobreabundante.... En definitiva, la vocación es una invitación a no quedarnos en la orilla con las 

redes en la mano, sino a seguir a Jesús por el camino que ha pensado para nosotros, para nuestra 

felicidad y para el bien de los que nos rodean.... Y, sin embargo, no hay mayor gozo que arriesgar 

la vida por el Señor.  En particular a vosotros, jóvenes, me gustaría deciros: No seáis sordos a 

la llamada del Señor. Si él os llama por este camino no recojáis los remos en la barca y confiad 

en él.” La oración familiar por las vocaciones regularmente es una forma hermosa de enseñar y 

promover las vocaciones. Durante este mes de Nuestra Santísima Madre, pidamos su intercesión 

ya que agradecemos a Dios por las vocaciones y continuamos animándolas en nuestras familias.

Día de Las Madres:  Las madres son un regalo de Dios. Y cada uno de nosotros tiene una madre. 

Agradezco a Dios por el regalo de mi madre. Qué bendita vocación es ser madre, cooperar con 

Dios para traer una nueva vida. En este Día de las Madres, solicito la ayuda de Nuestra Señora para 

ayudar a todas las madres y a las que han sido como “madres” para los demás. Es por amor que 

Dios nos ha bendecido con una madre. En nombre del Padre Wade Bass y nuestros diáconos, me 

gustaría extender un saludo de “Feliz Día de las Madres” a todas nuestras queridas madres. Y no 

olvidemos orar por nuestras madres fallecidas mientras oramos para que sus almas y las almas de 

todos los fieles difuntos puedan descansar en paz.
