Therefore, she is also our Mother who prays for
us continually. This is also the octave or eighth day after the
birth of Our Lord. As was the Jewish custom, Mary’'s baby
received the rite of circumcision and was publicly named
“lesus,” a Hebrew name that means “God saves!” Therefore,
we should give due honor and respect to the Holy Name of
Jesus, celebrated on January 3rd.

January 1stis also designated as a Day of Prayer for World
Justice and Peace. As we begin this new calendar year, let
us begin once again with Jesus Christ who is eternal. He is
our Peace. Let us pray for the Prince of Peace to reign in
our hearts, in our lives, and in our world.
