From the Pastor

Greg Anderson, in Living Life on
Purpose, tells a story about a man
whose wife had left him. He was
completely depressed. He had lost
faith in himself, in other people,
in God — he found no joy in living.
One rainy morning this man went
to a small neighborhood restaurant
for breakfast. Although several
people were at the diner, no one
was speaking to anyone else. Our
miserable friend hunched over the
counter, stirring his coffee with a
spoon.

In one of the small booths along
the window was a young mother
with a little girl. They had just been
served their food when the little girl
broke the sad silence by almost
shouting, “Momma, why don’t we say
our prayers here?” The waitress who
had just served their breakfast turned
around and said, “Sure, honey,
we can pray here. Will you say the
prayer for us?” And she turned and
looked at the rest of the people in
the restaurant and said, “Bow your
heads.” Surprisingly, one by one, the
heads went down. The little girl then
bowed her head, folded her hands,
and said, “God is great, God is
good, and we thank him for our food.
Amen.” That prayer changed the
entire atmosphere. People began to
smile and talk with one another. The
waitress said, “We should do that
every morning.”

“All of a sudden,” said our friend,
“my whole frame of mind started
to improve. From that little girl's
example, | started to thank God for all
that | did have and stopped focusing
on all that | didn’t have. | started to be
grateful.”

Ten men were suddenly spared
the terrible, slow-suffering death by
leprosy. Suddenly their flesh was
like new, and the pain was gone.
Suddenly they were able to return
home and embrace their loved ones.

Suddenly they could walk down the
street and go wherever they wished,
just like any other normal person.
The generous love of Jesus had
made it happen. They had been
given a gift that no amount of money
could buy. Having experienced such
a dramatic blessing, it is surprising
that only one had a spirit of gratitude
for God’s generosity, and returned to
say, “Thank you.”

But, is it really so surprising? We
began the day in a warm bed, under
our own roof. We had food on the
table. We put on clean clothes and
set out on a new day. We may have
been blessed enough to share the
day with a spouse or our children.
We had places to go and things to
do. And in the busy course of our
day, was there much time or attention
given to appreciating all the blessings
we have? It is a fact that we are rich
in so many ways, and we often take it
for granted.

And if things were not perfect — our
plans did not work out, we didn’t feel
well, we are not as young as we used
to be and things are more difficult — it
is easy to be irritated, or to begin to
consider what others have that is not
possible for us. In those moments, it
is even harder to see how much we
are blessed.

We should not for a moment begin
to pass judgment on the nine who did
not find time to come back and offer
their thanks. So often we find that in
our own life, just like them, that spirit
of gratefulness gets postponed until a
later time, or to another day. But, we
always have to remember: God is
great, God is good, and we thank him
for ... EVERYTHING! Our whole
life should be filled with gratitude,
because we are blessed!

Greg Anderson, en Viviendo una
Vida con Propésito, cuenta la historia
de un hombre que su muijer lo dejo.

Una manana lluviosa este hombre
fue al restaurante de una vecindad
para desayunar. Aunque habia
muchas personas en el comedor,
nadie hablaba con nadie. Nuestro
amigo miserable se inclind sobre el
mostrador para menear su café con
una cuchara.

En una de los pequenos cupiltres
que estaba junto a la ventana estaba
una madre joven con su pequefia hija.

Volteo
a ver al resto de las personas en
el restaurant y les dijo, “inclinen su
cabeza.” Sorprendentemente, uno
a uno inclinaron su cabeza. La nifia
inclino su cabeza, puso sus manos
en oracion y dijo, “Dios es grande,
Dios es bueno y le damos gracias
por nuestros alimentos. Amen.” Esa
oracion cambio toda el ambiente.

Las personas comenzaron a sonreir
y converser con uno y el otro. La
mesera dijo, “deberiamos hacerlo
todas las mananas.”

“De repente,” dijo nuestro amigo,
“toda mi mente mejoro por el ejemplo
de esa nifia, comencé a darle gracias
a Dios por todo lo que habia vivido y
deje de enfocarme en lo que no tenia.
Comencé a ser agradecido.”

Diez hombres se libraron de morir
por la terrible, dolorosa y lenta muerte
de lepra. En seguida su piel era como
nueva y el dolor desaparecié. En
seguida, pudieron regresar a casa
y abrazar a sus seres queridos. En
seguida pudieron caminar en las

calles e ir a donde quisieran, asi como
cualquier otra persona normal. El
amor generoso de Jesus hizo que
esto fuera posible. Se les habia dado
un regalo que ninguna cantidad de
dinero podria comprar. Habiendo
experimentado tal bendicion, es
sorprendente que solamente uno tuvo
el espiritu de agradecimiento ante la
generosidad de Dios y regreso a decir
“Gracias.”

Iniciamos el dia en una cama calientita
bajo nuestro propio techo. Tenemos
comida en la mesa.

Podremos ser lo suficientemente
bendecidos para compartir el dia con
la esposa o nuestros hijos. Tenemos
lugares a donde ir y cosas que hacer.
En el trayecto de nuestro ocupado dia,
¢ hubo tiempo o se le prestd atencion
para agradecer las bendiciones que
tuvimos? Es un hecho que somos
ricos de varias maneras y a menudo lo
damos por hecho.

Si las cosas no son perfectas, si
nuestros planes no funcionan, no
nos sentimos bien, no somos tan
jovenes como antes y las cosas son
mas dificiles. Es facil fastidiarnos o
comenzamos a considerar lo que
los otros tienen y no es posible para
nosotros. En esos momentos, es
inclusive mas dificil ver lo mucho que
somos bendecidos.

No deberiamos juzgar a los nueve
que no encontraron tiempo en
regresar y dar gracias. A menudo
encontramos que en nuestra propia
vida somos como ellos, el espiritu de
gratitud se pospone para despuées
0 para otro dia. Siempre debemos
recordar: Dios es grande, Dios es
bueno y debemos agradecerle por.....
TODOQ! jNuestra vida debe estar llena
de agradecimiento, porque somos
bendecidos!
