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From the Pastor

My Dear Parishioners,

Today we celebrate the “epiphany or manifestation” of Our Savior, Jesus
Christ. Our Lord was born in poverty and appeared to the poorest of the
poor, the shepherds, and the common people. And yet, those of status,
the Three Kings, were moved to pay homage to the tiny Christ-child. Thus,
Our Lord has taken on our humanity so that each of us might become
more like Him. Let us show how Christ is active in the way we live our
lives so that others may begin to see Him in their lives.

Being of Italian ancestry, | am reminded that in Italy, and many
countries worldwide, gifts are exchanged on this day of Epiphany. Why
now instead of Christmas? Because on Christmas, all of us receive the
greatest gift: Our Lord Jesus Christ! From our desire to love Christ Jesus,
we share the good we have been given, symbolized by our “gift-giving” to
one another.

The Gifts of the Magi: Gold is for the royalty of Jesus as the King of
kings. May Jesus rule our hearts! Frankincense is for the divinity of Jesus
as the Eternal High Priest. May Jesus enrich our souls! Myrrh is for the
passion and death of Jesus as the Suffering Servant who gave witness
to His Father by His life, death and resurrection. May Jesus bring us to
everlasting life.

An Epiphany Custom: On the Feast of Three Kings (Epiphany) there is
a custom of marking the main entryway of a family home using a piece
of blessed chalk with the numbers of the new year embedded by the
initials of the three kings like so: (For 2020) 20+C+M+B+20. The family
then prays together, led by the head of the family, the following prayer:
“O Lord, grant that through the intercession of Saints Caspar, Melchior, and
Baltazar, our family and home may be blessed and that all who enter through
this doorway may enjoy physical health and spiritual protection this year.
Amen.” Caspar, Melchior, and Baltazar are the names traditionally given to
the three kings.

Siendo de ascendencia italiana, recuerdo que en Italia, y en muchos
paises del mundo, se intercambian regalos en este dia de la Epifania. ¢Por
qué ahora en lugar de Navidad? Porque en Navidad, todos recibimos el
mejor regalo: jNuestro Sefior Jesucristo! Desde nuestro deseo de amar a
Cristo Jesus, compartimos el bien que se nos ha dado, simbolizado por
nuestra “entrega de regalos” el uno al otro.

Los dones de los magos: el oro es para la realeza de Jesus como el Rey
de reyes. jQue Jesus gobierne nuestros corazones! El incienso es para la
divinidad de Jesus como el Sumo Sacerdote Eterno. jQue JesUs enriquezca
nuestras almas! La mirra es por la pasion y muerte de Jesus como el
Siervo Sufriente que dié testimonio de su Padre por medio de su vida,
muerte y resurreccion. Que Jesus nos lleve a la vida eterna.

Una costumbre de la Epifania: en la Fiesta de los Tres Reyes (Epifania)
existe la costumbre de marcar la entrada principal de la casa familiar
usando un trozo de tiza bendita con los nimeros del afio nuevo
incrustados en las iniciales de los tres reyes de esta manera: (Para 2020)
20+ C+ M + B + 20. Luego, la familia reza unida, dirigida por el padre de
la familia, la siguiente oracién: “Oh Sefior, concédeme que por la intercesion
de los santos Gaspar, Melchor y Baltasar, nuestra familia y nuestro hogar
puedan ser bendecidos y que todos los que entren por esta puerta puedan
disfrutar de salud fisica y proteccidn espiritual este afio. Amén.” Gaspar,
Melchor y Baltasar son los nombres que tradicionalmente se les da a los
tres reyes.
