As we celebrate Epiphany, we are
told about a rather strange and exotic event
that occurred at the time Jesus was born.
It is not surprising that local people, like the
shepherds, would learn that something
special had happened there in Bethlehem
and come to see.

But, these three men from the East
were totally unexpected. They followed the
lead of a star and brought gifts to the one
they were sure was a newborn king, Even
though the educated men of religion and
the royal court could search the scriptures
and explain to them where to find the one
they sought, the men from the East
discovered that their message was not
welcome. In fact, the political leaders
plotted to use their visit as an opportunity to
destroy an unexpected rival.

Every Christmas we celebrate
again the most amazing event. God is with
us, inviting us into a deeper relationship
with  him, and promising that our
relationship with God is now different. And,
he invites everyone. These foreigners were
not part of the Chosen People at all. And
they represent all of us, who are also
invited to be part of God's people not
because we belong to a particular Chosen

’

we.

Will our attitude enable us to host
a party? We wouldn't attack another
directly, but we let resentment or jealousy
lead us to be comfortable in not showing
appreciation for another’'s accomplishments
or good qualities. The Baby of Bethlehem
blesses each individual — not with the same
gifts, but with the same generous love.

Will our example be an invitation?
The words we speak, the smile we give,
our willingness to drop what we are doing
when another needs us — all the little things
show another that they are important to us.
The Baby has shown us exactly how we
are to be in order to bring others closer to
him.

The invitation is out. And the Baby
will not be satisfied to have the lonely
ignored and the hungry left unfed. He is
not content to only have us speak of love
for him. He asks us to prove our love for
him by our welcome and care for each
person he presents to us. He has left us
with work to do — God is with us — and we
have to be sure we invite others to come
with us to honor the Baby in Bethlehem. All
who accept the invitation are welcome.
