From the Pastor

Dear Parishioners,

August is the month where the gospels contain the “Bread of Life”
discourses. Here we are called to reflect upon our faith in the True Bread
of Life: Jesus Christ. This goes back to our belief as Roman Catholics that
Jesus Christ comes to us at every Mass and He becomes truly present
under the appearances of bread and wine at the consecration. So truly
it is Christ himself, the eternal high priest of the New Covenant, acting
through the ministry of priests, who offers Himself in the Eucharistic
sacrifice. And it is the same Christ, really present under species of bread
and wine, who is the offering of the Eucharistic sacrifice. And we believe
that when we hear the words “Body of Christ” and “Blood of Christ,” it

is truly Christ we are receiving. We acknowledge our belief in the True
Presence of Christ when we say “Amen.”

Portiuncula Privilege: St. Francis of Assisi rebuilt a little chapel known
as the chapel of St. Mary of the Portiuncula or “little portion.” It was in
this chapel that St. Francis begged Our Lord Jesus Christ through the
intercession of the Queen of Angels for the great pardon or indulgence
of Portiuncula for those who would come to this holy place in faith.
Thus, “On August 2, or, with the consent of the Ordinary of the place,
on the Sunday preceding or following, the Portiuncula Indulgence can
be gained in Parish Churches. The prescribed work for gaining this
indulgence is a (devout) visit to the church, during which the Lord’s
Prayer and the Creed are recited. The customary Confession and
Communion are also prescribed.” (Enchiridion Indulg. 1968, p. 70 and
Apost. Const. Indulgentiarum doctrina Jan. 1, 1967, nn. 15-16 & 19.)

Customary 3 Conditions: Having the desire to gain the indulgence for
other or self is important. To acquire a plenary indulgence it is necessary
to perform the work to which the indulgence is attached (see above) and
to fulfill the following three conditions: (1) Sacramental Confession to
be in God's grace. (2) Eucharistic Communion. (3) Pray for the intentions
of the Sovereign Pontiff (Pope Francis). Further, all attachment to sin,
even Venial Sin, is to be absent.

Indulgences: The Catechism of the Catholic Church states in 1471:

“An indulgence is a remission before God of the temporal punishment
due to sins whose guilt has already been forgiven, which the faithful
Christian who is duly disposed gains under certain prescribed conditions
through the action of the Church which, as the minister of redemption,
dispenses and applies with authority the treasury of the satisfactions

of Christ and the saints. An indulgence is partial or plenary according

as it removes either part or all of the temporal punishment due to sin.
Indulgences may be applied to the living or the dead.”

Agosto es también el mes donde los Evangelios contienen los
discursos del “Pan de vida”. Aqui estamos llamados a reflexionar sobre
nuestra fe en el Verdadero Pan de Vida: Jesucristo. Esto se remonta a
nuestra creencia como Catélicos Romanos de que Jesucristo viene a
nosotros en cada Misa y El se vuelve verdaderamente presente bajo las
apariencias de pan y vino en la consagracion. Asi que verdaderamente
es Cristo mismo, el eterno sumo sacerdote de la Nueva Alianza,
actuando a través del ministerio de los sacerdotes, Quien se ofrece en
el sacrificio eucaristico. Y es el mismo Cristo, realmente presente bajo
las especies de pan y vino, quien es la ofrenda del sacrificio eucaristico.

Privilegio de la Porcitincula: San Francisco de Asis reconstruy6
una pequefa capilla conocida como la capilla de Santa Maria de la
Porciuncula o “pequefia porcion”.

o con el consentimiento del Ordinario del lugar, el domingo anterior

es una visita (devota) a la iglesia, durante la cual se recita el Padre
Nuestro y el Credo. También confesarse y comulgar consuetudinarias “.
(Enchiridion Indulg. 1968, p.70 y Apost. Const. Indulgentiarum doctrina 1
de enero de 1967, nn. 15-16y 19.)

3 Condiciones de costumbre: Tener el deseo de obtener la
indulgencia por el otro o por uno mismo es importante. Para adquirir
una indulgencia plenaria es necesario realizar el trabajo al que se vincula
la indulgencia (ver arriba) y cumplir con las siguientes tres condiciones:
(1) Confesion Sacramental para estar en la gracia de Dios. (2) Comunién
Eucaristica. (3) Orar por las intenciones del Soberano Pontifice (Papa
Francisco). Ademas, todo apego al pecado, incluso el pecado venial, debe
estar ausente.

Indulgencias: El Catecismo de la Iglesia Catdlica declara en 1471: “Una
indulgencia es una remisién ante Dios del castigo temporal debido a los
pecados cuya culpa ya ha sido perdonada, que el cristiano fiel que esta
debidamente dispuesto gana bajo ciertas condiciones prescritas a través
de la accién de la Iglesia que, como ministro de redencién, dispensay
aplica con autoridad el tesoro de las satisfacciones de Cristo y los santos.
Una indulgencia es parcial o plenaria segun elimina parte o todo el
castigo temporal debido al pecado. Se puede aplicar a los vivos o a los
muertos “.
