My Dear Parishioners,

This Sunday is the Solemnity of Our Lord Jesus Christ, King of the 
Universe, or Christ the King. It is the last Sunday in Ordinary Time. 
This day was formally the Feast of Christ the King established by 
Pope Pius XI in 1925 in response to the growing tide of secularism. 
Secularism is a way of life that is entirely consumed with the ways of 
the world and has no place for God in thought, word, or deed. Christ 
as King is the True and Just Ruler over all people, families, powers, 
and countries.  Since 1970, this feast has been celebrated as the 
Solemnity of Christ the King. Jesus Christ is our King! His kingship is 
not based on worldly power or position but on loving service and 
the giving of oneself for the sake of the other. This is evident in His 
giving of Himself up to death on the cross for the salvation of all. This 
celebration is reserved for the end of the Liturgical Year purposely. It 
reminds us that at the end of time, Jesus Christ our King will come to 
judge the living and the dead. Hopefully, Our Lord will call us to share 
in that everlasting life of heaven. If we want to share in that heavenly 
kingdom, we are called to practice “sharing” our blessings here in 
this earthly realm for the good of the other. Let us strive to serve 
our King, Jesus Christ and follow His lead as we serve the least of our 
brothers and sisters.  

To help us prepare for that encounter with Christ the King at the 
end of time, we are asked by the Church to enter into a reflection, a 
time of preparation that we call Advent. The Season of Advent begins 
next Saturday evening. During Advent let us encourage each family 
to gather together in prayer and invite Christ our King to dwell within 
each family and within our parish.
